UNIVERSITY SERMON: PRINCESS BADIYA EL HASSAN - 28 November

In place of the usual University Sermon, at 10am on Sunday 28 November
Princess Badiya El Hassan, who read History at Christ Church, will give a talk
about the way in which she sees the place of Muslims in this country and about
her hopes for the development of Muslim relations with other faiths. The Dean
