A reading from the Acts of the Apostles

About that time King Herod laid violent hands upon some who
belonged to the church. He had James, the brother of John, killed
with the sword. After he saw that it pleased the Jews, he
proceeded to arrest Peter also. (This was during the festival of
Unleavened Bread.) When he had seized him, he put him in prison
and handed him over to four squads of soldiers to guard him,
intending to bring him out to the people after the Passover. While
Peter was kept in prison, the church prayed fervently to God for
him.



The very night before Herod was going to bring him out, Peter,
bound with two chains, was sleeping between two soldiers, while
guards in front of the door were keeping watch over the prison.
Suddenly an angel of the Lord appeared and a light shone in the
cell. He tapped Peter on the side and woke him, saying, ‘Get up
quickly.” And the chains fell off his wrists. The angel said to him,
‘Fasten your belt and put on your sandals.” He did so. Then he said
to him, ‘Wrap your cloak around you and follow me.” Peter went
out and followed him; he did not realize that what was happening
with the angel’s help was real; he thought he was seeing a

vision. After they had passed the first and the second guard, they
came before the iron gate leading into the city. It opened for them
of its own accord, and they went outside and walked along a lane,
when suddenly the angel left him. Then Peter came to himself and
said, ‘Now | am sure that the Lord has sent his angel and rescued
me from the hands of Herod and from all that the Jewish people
were expecting.’

The ordinands stand before the Bishop, who addresses the congregation

Priests are called to be servants and shepherds among the
people to whom they are sent. With their Bishop and fellow
ministers, they are to proclaim the word of the Lord and to
watch for the signs of God’s new creation. They are to be
messengers, watchmen and stewards of the Lord; they are to
teach and to admonish, to feed and provide for his family, to
search for his children in the wilderness of this world’s
temptations, and to guide them through its confusions, that
they may be saved through Christ for ever. Formed by the
word, they are to call their hearers to repentance and to
declare in Christ’s name the absolution and forgiveness of
their sins.

With all God’s people, they are to tell the story of God’s
love. They are to baptize new disciples in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, and to walk
with them in the way of Christ, nurturing them in the faith.
They are to unfold the Scriptures, to preach the word in
season and out of season, and to declare the mighty acts of
God. They are to preside at the Lord’s table and lead his
people in worship, offering with them a spiritual sacrifice of
praise and thanksgiving. They are to bless the people in God’s
name. They are to resist evil, support the weak, defend the
poor, and intercede for all in need. They are to minister to
the sick and prepare the dying for their death. Guided by the
Spirit, they are to discern and foster the gifts of all God’s
people, that the whole Church may be built up in unity and
faith.
