After a break, at 3:30, there will be a time
for introductions, and then, live from
Kimberley, reflections on the link from
Bishop Brian, Bishop Olivia, and the link
chairs.

This will be followed by presentations
from link parishes, with people speaking in
Kimberley, Kuruman, and Thame. 

Evening prayer, led from Thame, will take
place at 5:40, and we’ll end with an
informal celebration dinner at The Barns.
People will leave at 7:00 - and then at 8:00
pm, there will be a Zoom compline for any
link member who wants to take part.

12 Oct: Link Conversations
On the 12th, we’re going to be looking at
the ‘dry’ places in our lives ... the places
where there’s space for God to breathe
new life ... and how we can encourage each
other along the way.
